This includes: underwear, socks, swimsuits, towels, lunchboxes, coats, or anything else that he/she brings with them.  Children who will be napping need to bring a pillow and a blanket.  

Weather permitting, children will be back on the playground at approximately 3:30PM, and will be dismissed from there. Please check-in with a supervisor before leaving the playground with your child.  Anyone arriving after 5:30 P.M. will be assessed a $10 fee for each additional 5 minutes.  Money should be paid immediately to the teacher staying late with your child.  YOU CAN NOT BE BILLED.

The cost for Rob Knight Swim America is $3.50/day.  You will get a note home on the first day of camp of how much is owed for each session and when it will be due.  





Those going to Holiday Pool will need to purchase a summer swim pass from Bloomington Parks and Recreation; 115 E. Washington Street.  They are located in the Government Center in downtown Bloomington.  If purchased by May 28, the cost is $45 for an individual pass.  If purchased after May 28, the cost is $50.  Please have the pass sewn on your child’s suit by June 7.  City bus fare will be needed to transport children to the pool.  BGA will purchase the bus pass for your child.  The cost is $29.00 per month.  Please send this on June 3.  You will be notified when the July and August bus fees are due. 








Children swimming in splash pools will have water play from 12:00-1:00.  Children going to Rob Knight Swim America will have open swimming from 12:45-2:15, Monday, Tuesday and Thursday. Those swimming at Holiday Pool will leave BGA at 12:25pm and should be back at BGA by 3:30.
